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Preamble

In keeping with the objective of ensuring proper establishment and
standard of management, administration, control and security of
prisons including the welfare of prisoners and matters relating to the

reformation and rehabilitation of prisoners,

Parliament of the Kingdom of Bhutan do hereby enact the Prison
Act of Bhutan 2009 at its 3rd Session of the First Parliament as

follows:

Chapter 1

Preliminary

Short title, extent and commencement

1. This Act shall:
(a)  Be called the Prison Act of Bhutan 2009;
(b)  Apply to all Prisons throughout the territory of the
Kingdom of Bhutan; and
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(c)  Come into force on the 28" Day of the 6™ Month of
the Earth Female Ox Year of the Bhutanese calendar

corresponding to the 18" Day of August 2009.

Repeal

2. The Prison Act of Bhutan 2009 hereby repeals the Prison Act
of 1982.

Chapter 2

Organization and Administration

Prison Establishment

3. The Chief of Police may in consultation with the Minister for
Home and Cultural Affairs:

(a)  Declare any house, building, enclosure or place, or

any part thereof, to be a prison for the purposes of this

Act, and for the imprisonment or detention of persons

lawfully in custody and may in like manner declare

that any such prison shall cease to be a prison for the

purpose of this Act;
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(b)  Identify which prison shall be used for the custody of
particular types of prisoner;

(c)  Declare any prison, house, building, enclosure or
place, or any part thereof, to be a reformative training
centre; or

(d)  Declare or install any surveillance camera or gadgets
in or around any house or on a person restricting his
movements within the limits of any particular area on
orders of the court in accordance with the Penal Code

of Bhutan.

Detention rooms

4, All Police Stations and Outposts shall have separate
detention rooms for male, female and juvenile, for the
custody and confinement of persons under investigation,

awaiting trial, and for the purpose of preventive detention.

Temporary Prison
5. (a) A temporary prison may be created by the Chief of
Police whenever he deems necessary under the

following circumstances:
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(b)

(c)

(1) When the number of prisoners in any prison is
greater than which can be accommodated as
per prison specifications and is not feasible to
transfer the excess number to some other
prison; and

(i)  When it is desirable to provide for the
temporary shelter and safe custody of prisoners
for the purpose of preventing outbreak of
communicable diseases in any prison or for any
other reasons.

Every such temporary arrangement shall be deemed to

be a prison for the purpose of this Act.

The recommendation for temporary prison under this

provision shall be made by the Senior Superintendent

of Prison Services Division through the Additional

Chief of Police.

Composition of Prison Staff

6.

The Prison Services Division shall consist of:

Appointment of Senior Superintendent and other officers

7. On recommendation of the Police Service Board, the Chief

of Police shall appoint a Senior Superintendent of Prisons as

the head of the Prison Services Division.

8. On recommendation of the Police Service Board, the

Additional Chief of Police, shall appoint all subordinate

officers to assist the Senior Superintendent of Prisons

Services Division for the administration of the prison.

General Administration of Prison

9. On the orders of the Additional Chief of Police, the Senior

Superintendent of Prisons shall be the head of the Prison

Services Division and shall be responsible for the

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management, command and control of the subordinate prison

staff and the prisons around the country.

Appointment of medical officer

10.

A medical officer shall be appointed by the prison authority
in the Central Prison. However, in the dzongkhag prisons,
the prison authorities in consultation with the Ministry of
Health, shall identify and appoint a focal medical doctor for
the medical treatment of prisoners. He shall be supported by

adequate number of trained medical staff.

Chapter 3

Powers and Duties

Powers of Senior Superintendent of Prisons

11.

The Senior Superintendent of Prisons may, from time to
time, make such orders consistent with the provisions of this
Act and the Prison Service Rules and Regulations, as he may
think expedient. Such orders may amongst others provide
for:

(a)  Discipline, regulation and punishment;

(b)  Instructions;

Inspections, drills, exercises and parades;

Prison services and duties of every description and the
manner in which they shall be carried out;

Day to day prison expenditure;

Buildings, grounds, stores, furniture and equipment;
Transfer of Superintendent/Officer Commanding/
Officer Incharges and staff, the places at which they
shall reside and the particular duties to be performed
by them;

The collection and communication of intelligence and
information within the prison complex;

The manner and form of reports, correspondence and
other records;

The performance of any act which may be necessary
for the proper carrying out of the provisions of this
Act or any other Act or any regulations made there
under or for the efficient discharge of any duty
imposed by any written order for the prison staff or
any member thereof;

All matters related to finance and budget;

Appointment of prison staff; and
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(m) Such other matters, as may be necessary and
expedient for preventing abuse or neglect of duty or
rendering the Prison Services Division efficient in the

discharge of its duties.

Superintendent/Officer In-charge may issue standing orders

12.

The Superintendent or Officer Commanding/ Officer
Incharge of a prison may, with the approval of the Senior
Superintendent of Prisons, make and issue written standing
orders with respect to the management of that prison. Such
standing orders, so far as they are relevant to prisoners must
be prominently displayed on the notice board and read to
every prisoner who is illiterate, in a language that they

understand.

Delegation of power

13.

The Senior Superintendent of Prisons may, in writing,
delegate the exercise of his powers or the performance of any
of his duties under this Act to any Superintendent/Officer

Commanding/Officer Incharge:

(a)  Subject to such conditions or restrictions as the Senior

Superintendent of Prisons may think fit; and
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(b)

Except in matters relating to transfer of Superintendent
/Officer Commanding / Officer Incharges, the making
and issuance of standing orders relating to prisons or

prisoners.

Duties of Senior Superintendent of Prisons

14.

The Senior Superintendent of Prisons shall perform the

Be liable to answer for the escape of a prisoner placed
under his charge or for whom, when on duty, he is
accountable;

Ensure cleanliness in prison and its premises;

Duties of medical officers

Every prison shall have Prison Wardens whose

Indulgence in supply of prison materials

20.  No prison staff or any person entrusted with shall have any
interest, direct or indirect in any contract for the supply of the
prison materials and shall not derive any benefits directly or
indirectly from the sale or purchase of any article belonging

to a prisoner or on his behalf.

Types of prisons and category of prisoners

Types of prison

21.  For the purpose of effective administration of the prisons in

the country, there shall be:

Not withstanding the above sub-sections, and to ease
the over crowding of the detention room in the Police
Station and Out-posts and for those with risk factor,
the dzongkhag prisons shall have provisions to house

the detainees under police custody or under trial. Such

Armed Force prisoner

24,  All prisoners convicted by the military court shall also be
treated at par with other prisoners and shall have no extra
facilities or privileges. Such prisoners shall also be sent to the

different prisons based on the terms of imprisonment.

Category of detainees

25.  The detention room shall have following categories of
detainees:

(b) Detainees under trial; and

(c) Other detainees as directed by court for civil cases.

Security of prison complex

26. To secure the prison complex, the prison authority shall
ensure that the prison complexes are secured by compound
walls, wire fencing with censors and metal doors with
adequate lighting around the areas. It shall also be mandatory
to install digital video camera (DVR/CCTV) in all the
prisons for the purpose of prison security. All strategic areas
must be linked with cameras for effective and continuous
surveillance and adequate towers manned by armed prison
guards. Any such gadgets installed must be updated from

time to time.

Prison locker

27.  Every prison shall have a locker whereby dangerous weapons
like knives, axes and any other implements required for the

prison mess and kitchen are stored in the locker after use.

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Safe custody of prisoners

28.  The prison administration shall provide adequate prison
duties around the prison complex to ensure the safe custody
of the prisoners in the prison and to prevent their escape. The
prison duties must be well trained in guarding the prisoners

and the prison complex.

Chapter 5

Accommodation and Admission of Prisoners

Accommodation

29.  The prisoners may generally be accommodated in cells and
wards. In every Prison there shall be adequate number of
cells and wards for segregation of prisoners. Every cell or
ward shall accommodate more than one prisoner depending

on its size.

Authority to accommodate prisoners

30.  The Superintendent or the Officer Commanding / Officer

Incharge of the prisons, subject to the provision of this Act,

21
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shall decide on the number of prisoners and prison guards for

a particular cell or ward.

Admission

31.

No prisoner or any other person shall be admitted into
prisons unless a warrant, conviction order or an order
authorizing his or her detention signed by a court including
military court and duly sealed is produced before the
Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge of

Prisons.

Segregation of prisoners

32.

Subject to the rules made under this Act, all prisoners shall

be segregated in the following manner:

(a) Female prisoners shall be segregated from male
prisoners;

(b) Juvenile prisoners to be separated from others;

(c) Prisoners suffering from contagious disease to be
separated from others;

(d) Mentally unsound prisoners to be separated from others;

(e) Civil prisoners to be separated from criminal prisoners;

Trouble creators or habitual offenders from others; and
Political prisoners to be separated from other categories

of prisoners.

Procedures for admission

33.

Every prisoner received in a prison for detention shall

undergo the following procedures before admission:

All prisoners shall be frisked and searched at the gate;
Female prisoners shall be frisked and searched by
female wardens/ guards;

Make entry of all details in the admission register;

Take into custody such articles that are not permitted
under this Act;

Articles seized shall be recorded in a prisoner property
register;

Take photographs of the prisoners;

Check all documents received with the prisoner;
Medical check up shall be carried out and all
deformities including scars on the parts of body and

medical history shall be noted and recorded by the

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medical officer after the prisoner has been admitted; and

(1)  Any other procedures prescribed from time to time.

Admission of female prisoner

34.

35.

During the admission of any female prisoner, medical check

up shall be carried out by the medical officer in the presence

of a female attendant to confirm if such prisoner is pregnant

at the time of admission in the prison.

If the pregnancy of a female prisoner is confirmed by the

medical officer, such prisoner shall:

(a)

Undergo regular antenatal checks in the prison
infirmary or nearest government hospital;

Be admitted to the nearest government hospital on the
due date of delivery on the advise of the medical
officer;

Be provided with appropriate diet to the expecting or
nursing mother as prescribed by a medical officer; and
Keep such child with the mother till the child attains
nine years as incorporated in the Marriage Act 1980 or
hand over to the spouse/relatives for custody subject

to the mother’s consent. Such child shall be entitled
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for diet and extra clothing as special case, until the

child leaves the prison.

Upkeep and custody of children of prisoners

36.

No prisoner shall be allowed to keep the child who has
attained the age of nine years. On the child becoming
disqualified for further retention, or if the prisoner dies, the
Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge of the
prison shall hand over the child to the closest family member
or relatives. Should the relatives of the convict be unable or
unwilling to support the child, the Superintendent/Officer
Commanding/Officer Incharge of the prison shall intimate
the National Commission for Women and Children and the
Youth Development and Rehabilitation Centre (YDRC) or
any other person who wish to adopt the child lawfully. This
provision shall apply to those children who have no other

means of support other than the parent.

Admission of Armed Force prisoner

37.

All prisoners convicted by a military court and handed over
to the prison authority must be accompanied with all relevant

documents mentioned under this Act.
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Completion of formalities

38.  Within seven days from the date of admission of a prisoner in
the prison, the Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer
Incharge of the Prison must complete all the formalities as

necessary under the provision of this Act.

Returning of prohibited/seized items

39.  Valuable items like cash, jewelry and any other valuables or
other prohibited items brought during the admission shall be
returned to the relatives or guardian with the consent of the
prisoner. In case no guardian/relative comes forth, such items
shall be seized and entered in the prisoner property register
and shall be handed over to the prisoner during release after

obtaining proper receipts.

Disposal of prohibited items

40. The prison authority shall dispose off any harmful and
prohibited items brought in by the prisoners at the time of

admission if there are no relatives to take over such items.
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Prohibitions

41.

42.

No prisoners shall be permitted to go beyond the prison gates
for whatsoever reason except with adequate armed escorts
and with permission from the Superintendent/ Officer

Commanding/Officer Incharge.

No prisoners shall be allowed to live in separate house

outside the prison complex.

Special treatment

43.

Food
44,

No special treatment of any kind shall be allowed for any
prisoner except for medical cases that are certified by

recognized medical authority

Chapter 6

Ration and clothing

Every prisoner shall be provided three square meals a day.
The quantities of the items issued for these meals shall be as
per the authorized scale laid down in the rules and
regulations made under this Act. However, no prisoner shall

be allowed to receive or prepare separate food other than the
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entitled diet from the prison. All prisoners shall dine in a

common dining room.

Prisoner’s Mess committee

45.

The prisoners from amongst themselves shall elect a Mess
Secretary, an Accountant and three members for a term of six
months as per approval of the Officer Commanding/Officer
Incharge. They shall be responsible for making their own
menus and ensuring proper quality of meals. The Officer
Commanding/Officer Incharge may dissolve the Mess
Committee and order to elect new Mess Committee, if there

exists any reasonable ground to do so.

Sale of balance/excess ration

46.

The prisoner ration shall be issued centrally by the prison
authority. However, the balance/excess ration at the end of
the month shall be sold by the prisoners after obtaining
permission from the Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge.
The Mess Committee as approved by the Officer
Commanding/Officer Incharge shall use the proceeds to

improve the prisoner’s diet. However, proper record of such
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proceeds shall be maintained.

Receiving food and other items for under trial prisoners

47.  All the detainees under police custody and under trial shall
be allowed to receive food once a day and other basic items
from outside with the prior approval of the Officer

Commanding/Officer Incharge.

Clothing and beddings

48.  Every convict except under trials and detainees shall be
supplied with appropriate clothing and bedding of such type
and quantity as prescribed in the rules and regulations made

under this Act.

Personal clothing

49.  The prisoners shall be allowed to wear or use their personal
clothing and bedding. However, the type of clothing shall be
in accordance with the rules and regulations made under this

Act.

Fuel Firewood for prisoners

50.  The firewood and fuel for cooking the prisoners’ meals shall
be approved by the Government on requisition submitted by

the prison authority.
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Dress code during court proceedings

S1.

The prison authority shall have in stock a minimum required
set of ghos, kiras, keras and tegos for the purpose of prisoner
attending court proceedings. Such dress so issued before
going to the court shall be deposited back after arrival from

the court

Chapter 7

Medical Treatment

Treatment within the country

52.

All medical treatment of prisoners and detainees shall be

carried out within the country.

Transfer of prisoner for medical treatment

53.

Where the Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer
Incharge of a prison is of the opinion that a prisoner who is
confined in that prison requires medical treatment that
cannot, by reason of severity, be administered within the
prison, he shall order the transfer of the prisoner from the
prison for the purpose of receiving necessary treatment and

the return of the prisoner to prison after treatment.
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Prison infirmary

54.  Inevery prison a proper place shall be provided for the
medical officer and health staff to carry out the medical
examinations of the prisoners. There shall also be an

observation room for close observation of the sick prisoner.

Special diet

55.  Subject to medical officers’” recommendation for sick
prisoners and any other specific medical reasons, special
diets may be provided. Such diet shall be prepared at the
prison kitchen and shall be considered as temporary

arrangement.

Exemption from labor

56.  All sick prisoners including expecting or nursing mother
shall be exempted from labour subject to the medical
officers’ recommendation. Such exemption shall be for that

period as specified by the medical officer.
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Segregation of sick prisoners

57.  On the recommendation of the medical officer, every sick
prisoner with contagious or infectious disease shall be
quarantined and kept in separate cells and wards till the

medical officer certifies his fitness.

Purchase of medicine

58.  The prison authority shall make provisions for the purchase
of prescribed drugs which are not available in the
government hospitals. Incase a prisoner requires long term
treatment and continuous drug supply, the prison authority

shall refer such case to the Ministry of Health.

Purchase of eye glass

59.  On recommendation of the Eye Specialist from a government
hospital, the prison authority shall procure and issue standard

eye glass for the prisoners.

Cosmetic surgery

60.  Under the provisions of this Act, no prisoners are entitled to

any cosmetic surgery.
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Prisoner sick report

61.

In case of prisoners falling sick, the prison warden shall
without any delay, report the matter to the
Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge. On
receipt of such report, the Superintendent/Officer
Commanding/Officer Incharge shall refer the case to the

Medical Officer/staff.

Escort during treatment at the hospital

62.

Adequate prison guards shall be detailed as escort while
taking a prisoner for treatment to government hospital. The
prison authority, subject to risk involved may use cuffs to

prevent escape.

Admission in the government hospital

63.

If any prisoner is required to be admitted in a hospital on the
advice of Medical Officer/staff, the Prison Warden must
immediately report to the Superintendent/ Officer
Commanding/Officer Incharge of prison to obtain permission
to admit the prisoner. All sick prisoners recommended by the
medical officer shall be admitted and treated only in
government hospitals and provide adequate guards to prevent

escape.
33
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Serious illness

64.

Upon serious illness or serious injury to a prisoner or when a
prisoner’s transfer to an institution for the treatment is
imminent, the Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer
Incharge of the prison shall at the earliest inform the spouse
or the nearest relative or any other person as designated by

the prisoner in the admission register.

Permission to attend funeral

65.

Permission to attend the funeral of the immediate legitimate
family members of the prisoner may be granted in writing by
the prison authority with authorization by the Additional
Chief of Police except in cases of political prisoners,
prisoners convicted for felony of first degree and above and
those with previous history of escapes and attempted escapes.
Such prisoner shall, however, execute surety bond
countersigned by a Jabmi who shall be a family member of
the prisoner. The permission shall not be more than 21 days
excluding the journey period. Immediate family members for
the prisoners shall mean legitimate parents, spouse and

children.

Treatment of insane prisoners

66.

Any convicted prisoner who becomes insane shall be kept
separately from other prisoners and shall be provided
psychiatric treatment by the government. Such prisoner shall

be kept under surveillance to prevent harm to self.

Compulsory medical examination

67.

The prison authority may order or direct any prisoner for
medical examination as and when deemed necessary. Such
orders or directions shall be issued by the
Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge of the

prisons.

Refusal to undergo medical examination and treatment

68.

Where a prisoner refuses to undergo medical treatment and
the medical officer is of the opinion that the life or health of
the prisoner or any other person is likely to be endangered by
that refusal, the medical officer and any person acting in
good faith, may use reasonable force to make such a medical
examination or administer such medical treatment as the

medical officer may deem fit for the purpose.
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Chapter 8

Death of Prisoners

Natural death

69.

If a prisoner confined to a prison or under treatment in a
hospital dies, the medical officer, as the case may be, shall
record in the death register, maintain all records of treatment
in the prisoner’s personal file and communicate the facts of
such death to the Superintendent / Officer Commanding /
Officer Incharge of prisons. The prison authority shall obtain
a death certificate and send intimation of such death to the
spouse, relatives or next of kin of the prisoner and the

convicting court.

Inquest

70.

In the event of natural death of any prisoner in the prison
under this Act, the Superintendent / Officer Commanding /
Officer Incharge must send a copy of inquest to the Senior
Superintendent of Prisons and to the concerned convicting

court,
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Unnatural death

71.

In the event of unnatural death of a prisoner, the Additional
Chief of Police shall institute a Committee with a medical
doctor and an official from local court to conduct an inquiry
into the circumstances of the death and submit its findings to
the Chief of Police. A post mortem may be conducted in case

of such death.

Handing over of the dead body

72.

The dead body of the prisoner shall be handed over to the
spouse/relatives in the presence of witness and a receipt duly

signed must be kept for records by the prison authority.

Minimum budget for cremation

73.

In case no one claims the dead body within seven days, the
body shall be cremated by the prison authority after obtaining
permission from the nearest Court. In such a case, the
minimum cremation expenses shall be borne by the Prison
Services Division. However, the prison authority shall not be
held liable for any expenses for cremation if the dead body is

handed over to the relatives.
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Transport of dead body of prisoners at the state expense

74.

The transportation of the dead body of the prisoner from the
prison to the respective Dzongkhags till the vehicular road
head shall be made by the prison authority at the state

expense.

Disposal of properties of dead prisoners

75.

The properties belonging to the dead prisoner shall be handed over
to the spouse/relatives at the time of handing over the dead body.
However, unclaimed properties of the deceased prisoners shall be
disposed off by the prison authority as deemed fit and proper

records maintained.

Custodial death

76.

A prison staff shall be guilty of the offence of custodial
death, if the death of a prisoner, who is under the custody of
the staff, occurs due to the negligence, carelessness or
recklessness of the prison staff, and shall be dealt with in
accordance with the Penal Code of Bhutan and Royal Bhutan
Police Act.
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Chapter 9

Health, Hygiene and Recreation

Cleanliness of prison precincts and enclosure

77.

The prison precincts and enclosures shall be maintained neat
and clean at all times. The prison warden and the guards shall
ensure and supervise the daily cleaning works by the

prisoners.

Disinfection of the cells, wards and toilets

78.

The Prison warden shall ensure that the prison cells and
wards are disinfected from time to time to prevent the
outbreak of contagious disease in the prison. The prisoners
shall also be made to dry their clothing in the sun every

week.

Shaving, cutting and clipping hair

79.

In order that prisoners may maintain personal hygiene, no
prisoners shall be permitted to keep long hair and beard at
will. For this purpose, barbers shall be provided for the

proper care of hair and beard.
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Toiletry and Sanitary items

80.

The prison authority shall make provisions to provide toiletry
and sanitary items to the convicted prisoners as per rules and
regulations made under this Act. However, prisoners shall be
allowed to receive private toiletry items as approved by

prison authority.

Disposal of refuse and waste

1.

Any waste and refuse shall be disposed into pits covered
properly to prevent the outbreak of disease. The Prison
warden and the guards shall supervise such disposal as per

Waste Prevention and Management Act.

Prisoners’ recreation

82.

Every prisoner shall be given facilities of recreation for a
prescribed period. The types of recreational facilities shall be
as follows:

(a)  Educative recreations, namely reading of books;

(b)  Newspapers and magazines;

(c) Radio and music;

(d)  Physical exercises;
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(e)  Indoor and out door games like carom, table tennis,
chess, other board games, basketball and volleyball;
and

(f)  Any other games that may be introduced from time to

time.

Bathroom and toilet

83.  All prisons shall have enough male/female bathrooms and
toilets with adequate water supply to maintain proper

hygiene among the prisoners.

Ventilation

84.  The prisoner’s cells and wards should be well ventilated and
all the windows and doors should be fitted with iron grill,

bars and nettings.

Chapter 10

Transfer and escort

Authority to transfer

85. The Senior Superintendent of prisons may, by order in

writing, transfer any prisoner confined in any prison to
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another prison within Bhutan. However, the prison authority

shall inform his family of his transfer to another location.

Transfer for good order of the prison

86.

For the purpose of maintaining good order or security in a
prison, the Senior Superintendent of Prisons may in writing,
direct the Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer
Incharge of the prisons to send a prisoner to a different prison
so identified by the Senior Superintendent of Prisons till such
time the prisoner shows a marked improvement in his
conduct or behavior. Such transfer of prisoner to another
prison will be allowed only under circumstances where
habitual trouble makers need to be transferred to prevent
constant disruption of order and discipline, or to break up a
gang of prisoners creating trouble, or who is targeted by a
fellow inmate who is always causing physical harm to other

inmates.

Transfer on conviction

87.

Any prisoner after his conviction may be transferred from the
detention room or Dzongkhag Prison at the earliest from the
day of the conviction to the respective prison in accordance

with this Act.
42
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Transfer of prisoners to relieve overcrowding

88.

When the number of prisoners confined to a particular prison
exceeds its capacity, the Superintendent / Officer
Commanding / Officer Incharge shall submit to the Senior
Superintendent of Prisons, a nominal roll of the prisoners
with their recommendation for consideration to transfer to

another prison to reduce overcrowding.

Transfer of prisoners before release

9.

The prisoner to be released shall be transferred to the police
detention room or dzongkhag prison nearest to his
hometown, irrespective of where they are convicted from, at
least one week before release to enable him to be released on

time and contact the prisoner’s relatives at his hometown.

Transfer of prisoners documents

90.

Whenever a prisoner is transferred from one prison to
another, a file containing the following documents pertaining
to the prisoner shall also be transferred along with him:

(a)  Conviction order;

(b)  Judgment copy;

(c)  Copy of citizenship identity card in case of nationals;
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(d)  Proof of nationality in case of non-nationals;
(e)  Prisoners property list;

(f)  Character certificate and adverse record;

(g)  History sheet;

(h)  Prisoner’s prosecution diary; and

(1) Any other documents.

Mode of transport and road condition

91.  The prison authority shall at all times use prison van for
escorting prisoners from one location to another. The prison
vans shall be well secured with grill windows and metal body
frame with locking system from outside. It shall be
mandatory for every prison authority to check road

conditions before the transfer of prisoner.

Use of detention rooms and other prisons during transit

92.  No prisoners will be kept at any place other than police
detention room and prison during the transit. Upon arrival at

the location, the prisoners shall be handed over to the Officer
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Commanding/Officer Incharge of the Police Station/Prison for

safe custody.

Transport of sick prisoners
93.  Subject to the severity of illness of the prisoner and on

recommendation of the medical officer, the Superintendent /
Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge of Prison shall make
necessary arrangement to transport the sick prisoners to the

nearest government hospital.

Prisoners’ travel expenses during medical treatment, transfer

and release

94.  The travel expenses during transfer, medical treatment and
release of prisoners shall be borne by the Prison Services
Division.

Serving meal during transit

95. During transit, the prisoners’ escort shall not remove the
prisoner out of the prison van at all times and the meals must
be purchased and served inside the prison van by the escort

Incharge.

Armed escort

96.  The prisoner escort shall be equipped with appropriate arms

as prescribed under the Royal Bhutan Police Act to prevent
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any escape of prisoners during escort. The circumstances
under which such arms are to be used on any prisoner may be

done in accordance with this Act.

Chapter 11

Use of firearms

Use of firearms

97.

A Superintendent or Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge
of a prison or a person lawfully designated as a prison duty
may use a firearm against a prisoner/person who:

(a) Is attempting to escape from lawful custody, if it
appears to the user of the firearm that the use of a
firearm is necessary to prevent the escape of the
prisoner;,

(b)  Is assaulting or attempting to batter any person, if the
assault or attempt appears to the user of the firearm to
be of a character apparently dangerous to life or likely
to cause serious injury;

(c) Is rescuing or attempting to rescue a prisoner from

lawful custody;
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98.

(d) Is attempting to break into or otherwise enter, or
breaking into or otherwise entering, or who has
broken into or otherwise entered a prison without
lawful authority, and

(e)  Is on hot pursuit of escapees.

Firearms may be used under this Act, only if it appears to the
user that the use of a firearm is necessary to control the
situation or prevent the rescue from lawful custody or escape

of the prisoner.

Warning before firing

99.

Before the use of a firearm under the provision of this Act,
steps shall be taken, where it is practicable in the
circumstances to do so, to order the prisoner or other person
to desist from his apparent course of conduct and to give
warning that a firearm is about to be used. However, the use
of firearms under above sections shall be, as far as possible,

to disable and not to kill.
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Orders of superior to use firearms

100. No prison staff in the presence of his superior officer shall
use any firearm against a prisoner or other person except

under the orders of that superior officer.

Not to carry arms inside the prison

101. No Superintendent/Officer commanding/Officer Incharge or
guards shall carry any fire arms or weapons inside the prison
complex during check or inspection. All such arms and
weapons must be kept in the locker room in the prison office.
However, prison guards deployed at the perimeter and watch
tower are permitted to carry appropriate arms for the security

of the prison.

Chapter 12

Prison offences and Penalty

Seizure and auction

103.

The prisoners shall be informed of the prohibition of items in

the prison as mentioned under this Act. Such prohibited

items, if found despite warning, shall be seized by the prison

authority and auctioned off. The sale proceeds from such

auction shall be deposited with the government revenue

account and concerned prisoners will be intimated of such

auction. The prisoner for such violation shall be dealt under

this Act.
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Articles not to be conveyed into or out of prison by prison staff

104.  All prison staff shall be punishable under the provision of the

Royal Bhutan Police Act if without lawful authority:

(a)

(c)  Using any language intended to wound or offend the
feelings and prejudices a fellow prisoner;

(d)  Refusing to eat food or the food prescribed as per
prison diet scale;

(e)  Willfully wasting or throwing away food;

(H Tampering in any way with prison locks, window grill
or metal bars and lights

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Punishments for minor prison offences

107.

Based on the severity of offence committed under this Act,

the following shall be the punishments for minor prison

(b)  Disentitlement to recreational activities for a period
not exceeding fifteen days;

(c)  Disentitlement to the privileges of writing letters to,
and visits by, relatives and friends for a period not
exceeding two months;

(d)  Solitary confinement not exceeding seven days;

(e)  Forfeiture of any other privileges of prison facilities
for a prescribed time; or

(f)  Labour for a period not exceeding fifteen days.

Punishment for major prison offences

108.

Based on the severity of offence committed under this Act,

the following shall be the punishments for major prison

offences:

Hard labor for a period not exceeding one to two
months;

(b)  Forfeiture of good records earned previously;

(c)  Exclusion from any list for amnesty or pardon;

(d)  Withdrawal of privileges in term of facilities;

(e)  Transfer to high security risk prison;

)] Solitary confinement not exceeding one month; or

(g) No reduction in sentence.

Violation by prison staff

109.  Any violation of the provisions of this Act by the prison staff
shall be dealt with in accordance with the Royal Bhutan
Police Act.

Punishment record

110. No prisoner shall be punished with more than one
punishment for a single offence. All punishments imposed on
a prisoner during a spell of his imprisonment shall be entered
in his personal file as well as in the punishment register
maintained by the Superintendent / Officer Commanding /

Officer Incharge in such form as may be prescribed.
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111. The prison authority shall cause to be fixed in a conspicuous
place outside every prison a notice of offences and penalties

liable under this Act.

Prison unrest

112. A prisoner shall be guilty of the offence of prison unrest, if

the prisoner:

(a)  Combines with two or more persons to whom this Act
applies to resist or induce others to resist lawful
authority in the prison; or

(b)  Incites any prisoner to whom this Act applies to take

part in such prison unrest, whether actual or intended.

Privileges of good conduct of prisoner

113.  Any prisoner who shows consistency and exemplary good
conduct and behavior during the past ten years in prison for
lifers and three fourth of the sentence for others may be

entitled to the following privileges:
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114.

(a)  Berecommended for reduction of sentence after
review by Inquiry committee (both for life and other);
or

(b)  Be entitled for general amnesty as and when granted

under the provisions of the Penal Code of Bhutan.

The Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge
of the prison shall maintain a record of both good and bad
behavior and conduct in the respective personal file of the
prisoner, which shall constitute the basis for the above annual

review.

Power to award punishments

115.

For the minor prison offences mentioned under this Act, the
prison authority shall have the power to award punishment
prescribed under this Act, while in the case of major Prison
offences under this Act, the prison authority shall constitute a
Committee to inquire and award suitable punishments as
deemed fit under the provisions of this Act. No prison guards
or warden, without orders from superior officers can punish

any prisoner who has committed a prison offence.
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Inquiry committee

116. The Additional Chief of Police may appoint and convene an
inquiry committee to enquire and award punishments of the

prisoners for committing of a prison offence under this Act.

117. A inquiry committee shall inquire into and report on the facts
relating to any matter referred to it, and if directed by the
Additional Chief of Police to do so, express its opinion on

any question arising out of any such matter.

Composition of an Inquiry Committee

118.  An Inquiry Committee shall consist of three or more officers

who shall be appointed by the Additional Chief of Police.

119. Where an inquiry committee is formed, the Additional Chief
of Police shall appoint one of the members to be the

Chairman not below the rank of Thrimdag Wogma.

Powers of inquiry committee

120. An Inquiry Committee may:
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(@) Summon any person outside the prison to give
evidence, or to produce any document or material,
necessary for the purpose of the inquiry;

(b)  Visit any place in order to inquire into any matter
which may arise in the course of the inquiry; and

() Determine with respect to any act which constitutes both a
prison offence and an offence under the Penal Code of
Bhutan, whether the committee will use their own powers
of punishment under this Act or charge sheet and forward

the case to a court of law.

Obligation to give evidence

121. A prisoner who appears before an inquiry committee shall
produce any document or material, or answer any question

truthfully.

Penal offences committed by prisoners

122. Where a prisoner commits within a prison complex an
offence punishable under the Penal Code of Bhutan or any
other law that is in force, the Superintendent/Officer
Commanding/Officer Incharge shall inform the police station
to investigate the matter and frame charges against the

prisoner and charge sheet to the nearest Court.
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Prisoner not to be legally represented

123. A prisoner shall not be represented by a jabmi/legal
representative during the proceedings against him under this

Act.

Visits and appointment of jabmi/legal representative

124. A jabmi/legal representative for the purpose of settling any
private, family or pending court proceedings, may consult a
prisoner who is his client at a reasonable hour or as
authorized by the Superintendent/Officer
Commanding/Officer Incharge within the view and in
presence of a prison staff. The onus of payment to the legal
practitioner for settling private and family matters shall be on

the prisoner and his family members.

Chapter 13
Instruments of restraint

Physical restraint

125. Instruments of restraint, such as chains and irons fetters, shall
not be applied as a means of punishment. However, these
shall be used as a means of restraint in the following

circumstances:
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(a)

(b)

As a precaution against escape and during transfer
from one prison to another; or

To avoid injury to self and others;

Handcuff and Strait-Jacket

126. The prison authority may use handcuff or strait-jacket on

127.

under trials and prisoners as a minimum restraint when:

(a)

Being transferred from one prison to another;
Escorted from one location to another;

The prisoner becomes violent or dangerous;
There is a risk of injury to self and others; and

There is a risk of absconding after re-arrest.

The types, manner and occasion of the use of instruments of

restraint under this Act shall be decided and approved by the

Senior Superintendent of Prisons. Such instruments must not

be applied for any longer time than is strictly necessary,

while the use of handcuff and strait-jackets under this Act
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shall be directed by the Superintendent /Officer

Commanding/Officer Incharge of the prison.

Use of hand cuff

128. No female, children, old and infirm under trials and convicts
shall be handcuffed. However, the need to use handcuffs on
under trails and convicts involved in petty misdemeanors or

violations shall be decided by the responsible officers.

Chapter 14
Visitors
Visitors

129. Al visits to the prison shall be in accordance with provisions
under this Act. While approval of all personal visitors of the
prisoner shall be granted by the Superintendent/Officer
Commanding/Officer Incharge of the prisons, all other

visitors shall be approved by the Additional Chief of Police.
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Visitor’s room

130. There shall be a visitor room with wire mesh grill between

the prisoner and the visitors.

Rules for Visitor

131.  All visitors must adhere to the following rules:

(a)

Must produce identity card to correctly identify the
visitor and to ensure that correct name is given in the
visitor form;

Must fill up the visitors form;

Names and details must be recorded at the prison
reception room,;

Must declare all his belongings which shall be kept at
the reception room;

Meeting between the prisoner and the visitor shall be
held in the assigned visitor room in the presence of a
prison guard and such meeting shall not be considered
private and secret;

If the visitor brings any permitted food, drink or any
edibles, the person bringing such goods must taste

such items in the presence of the prison guard before

being served to the prisoner, subject to Section 49 of
this Act;

Items prohibited under this Act, shall be returned to
the visitors on the spot;

Goods brought by the visitor shall be frisked, checked
and scanned for any hidden or intended to be hidden
items that are not permitted to be possessed by any
prisoners;

Time limit of one hour for meeting the prisoner shall
be allowed,;

Must follow the visiting hours;

The same visitor cannot visit more than once a week;
Visiting hours shall be between 0900-1600 hours;
Must subject self to physical frisking by the prison
guards; and

Any other rules as may be enforced from time to time.
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Conjugal facilities for legally married prisoners

132.

A spouse visiting the prisoner may use the conjugal cabins
after due approval from the Superintendent/Officer
Commanding/ Incharge of the prisons for conjugal visit.

However, only one such visit shall be permitted in a month.

Husband visiting wife prisoner

133.

A female prisoner may be permitted to receive conjugal visits
from her legally married husband provided:
(a) He or she proves that either one of them had

undergone permanent family planning; or

(b)  She accepts to take temporary family planning
measures as specified by the medical officer; and
() The above two sub-sections shall not apply if she has less

than seven months of the sentence.
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Parents and relatives

134. The parents and relatives of the prisoners who wish to stay
overnight may be permitted on humanitarian grounds, subject
to availability of such facilities. However, only one such visit

shall be permitted in a month.

Mails and communication

135. The prisoners may be permitted to correspond with their
families and friends both within and outside the country
thrice a month. The writing materials and postage shall be
borne by the prison authority. All mails and letters will be
subjected to the following conditions:

(a)  The prisoner shall write regarding their health, prison
welfare and personal matters only;

(b)  All mails sent out and received shall be censored by
the prison authority for security reason. Any mail not
fit to be sent or received shall be seized and such
actions shall be informed to the concerned prisoner;

(c)  Stationery for mails shall be provided by the prison
authority;

(d)  Letters received from the relatives shall be allowed to

be kept with the prisoners;
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(e) Postal stamps for writing two letters within the
country and one letter outside the country per prisoner
per month will be issued by the prison authority; and

(f)  The prisoners will not be allowed to communicate
with anyone on mobile phones and other equipments
like radio, wireless sets, internet and any other

electronic media.

Conveyances of unauthorized articles

136. A person, other than the prison staff and the prisoner, who
conveys any article into a prison or out of the prison, shall be
liable for committing an offence if he or she carries out the

act:

(a)  With intent to breach the good order, security or good

governance of a prison; or

(b)  Where the article is of a kind likely to jeopardize the

good order, security or good governance of a prison.
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Criminal liability
137. The above act shall be considered as a violation of prison Act

and the violator will be charged in a court for committing

such violations as deemed appropriate

Chapter 15

Training of Prison Staff

Training institute
138. The prison staffs shall initially be recruited from the trained

police personnel who shall then be trained separately on

prison administration at the designated Training Institutes.

Training in prison administration

139. The staff of the prison shall be trained on:
(a)  Management and Administration of the prisoners;
(b)  Prison security;
(c)  Management of prison infrastructure;

(d)  Handling of weapons;
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(e)  Prison refresher course;

(f)  Promotion cadre course;

(g)  Dealing with women and children;
(h)  First Aid; and

(i)  Counseling.

Chapter 16

Youth Development and Rehabilitation Centre

Youth Development and Rehabilitation Centre as a Special

Division

140. The Youth Development and Rehabilitation Centre shall be
one of the Special Divisions placed under the Additional
Chief of Police under the Royal Bhutan Police Act. However,
ration, clothing and other entitlements of the juvenile
delinquents shall remain same as that of the adult prisoners

as per this Act.

Juvenile delinquents

141. Juvenile delinquents shall mean all individuals convicted of
any offence if they are under the age of 18 years at the time

of conviction.
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Admission of Juveniles

142.

No juvenile shall be admitted into the Youth Development
and Rehabilitation Centre unless a warrant, conviction order
or a written order authorizing his or her detention signed by a
court and duly sealed is produced before the
Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge of the

Youth Development and Rehabilitation Centre.

Juveniles to be sent to Youth Development and Rehabilitation

Centre

143.

All national juvenile convicts shall be sent to the Youth
Development and Rehabilitation Centre irrespective of
duration of sentence. However, juveniles sentenced less than
one year shall not undergo any long term reformative
programs, but shall be engaged in other short term programs

at the Youth Development and Rehabilitation Centre.

Juveniles’ continuing education

144.

As part of the reformatory program, arrangements shall be
made upon admission to the Youth Development and
Rehabilitation Centre to allow juvenile convicts to continue

their education in the local schools.
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Juveniles exempted from hard labor

145.

All juveniles shall be exempted from all forms of hard labor.
However, they will be engaged in other meaningful works

like vocational trainings.

Completion of terms at Youth Development and Rehabilitation

Centre

146.

Juveniles serving sentence at the Youth Development and
Rehabilitation Centre shall, on attaining 18 years of age, be
transferred to the regular prison till completion of terms.
However, if such prisoners could not complete their
education while at the Youth Development and
Rehabilitation Centre, provisions may be made, subject to the
prisoner’s good conduct and behavior to allow him to
continue his education by the Chief of Police on the

recommendation of the Additional Chief of Police.

Chapter 17

Prison Reformatory Works

Reformatory programs for Prisoners

147.

It should be the objective of the prison authority to ensure

that the convicted prisoners are reformed during their stay in
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148.

prison and that they acquire the necessary qualities and
vocational skills, to ensure normal life in the society upon

their release after serving the sentence.

The prison authority may with the approval of the
government introduce vocational courses in selected prisons
in order to help the prisoners acquire vocation-oriented skills

so that after release they may be able to earn their livelihood.

Counseling of prisoners

149.

The prison authority may from time to time arrange
counselors from appropriate institutions to improve the
psychological condition of the prisoners with the aim to

reform them.

Certificate of proficiency

150.

A certificate of proficiency from the Additional Chief of
Police in any trade learnt or any literary attainment by any
convict while in prison shall be provided to the convict
during his release, so as to ensure and earn his living for a

normal and productive life in the society.
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Chapter 18

Prison Labour

Prisoner required to work

151. Whenever any individual is sentenced to imprisonment, a
prisoner shall be required to work as prescribed under this
Act. No prisoner shall be employed for personal and private

works.

Types of prison labour

152. The prison authority shall decide the nature of daily labour
for the prisoners. Appropriate work tools shall also be

prescribed to enable the prisoners to carry out the labour.

Prison labour exemption

153. The following categories of prisoners shall not be taken out
for any prison labour:
(a)  Prisoners charged under the National Security Act;
(b)  Prisoner convicted for felony of first and second
degree;

(c)  Disabled/handicapped/old prisoners;
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(d)  Re-arrested or prisoners who have attempted to
escape;

(¢)  Medically unfit prisoners;

() Under trial prisoners; and

(g)  Juveniles.

Prisoners not to work on holidays

154. No prisoner shall be detailed for work on Sundays,
Government and Dzongkhag holidays.

Prison labour outside the prison complex

155. No prisoner shall be directed to work outside the prison

complex.

Daily timings
156. There shall be different prison timetable for summer and

winter in every prison which shall be prominently displayed

on the notice board.
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Chapter 19

Prisoner record

Prisoners’ records

157.  The following record of prisoners shall be maintained by the
prison office:
(a)  Admission register and form;
(b)  Personal file;
(c)  Release register and form;
(d)  Visitors register and form;
(e)  Seized property register;
)] Seized cash register;
(g)  Work register;
(h)  Absconder and re-arrest register;
(1) Prisoner’s death register;
() Correspondence register;

(k)  Daily attendance register;
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(1 Sick register;

(m)  Medical Check up register;
(n)  Hospital admission register;
(o) Transfer form/register;

(p) Prosecution diary;

(q)  Briefing register;

(r)  Punishment registers

(s)  Character and conduct register
(1) Prison inspection register; and

(u)  Any other forms/ registers as may be necessary.

Updating of records in prisoners’ personal file

158.

It shall be mandatory to update and make entry into the
prisoner’s personal file from time to time in matters related
to:

(a)  Character and conduct;

(b)  Punishment;

(c)  Medical records; and
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(d)  Any other relevant record.

Administrative record

159.

The following administrative record shall be maintained by

the prison office:

(a)  Arms and Ammunition register;

(b)  Daily ration issue register;

(c)  Clothing issue register;

(d)  Toiletry issue register;

(e)  Stock register;

() Tools issue register;

(g) Eye glass issue register;

(h)  Cash register;

(1) Register for purchase of medicines; and

() Any other records.

Prisoner prosecution diary

160.

Whenever an individual is arrested for any offence, the
Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge of the police station
shall maintain a prosecution diary recording the details and

facts of the person starting from the date of arrest to the
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number of trials attended till conviction. Such record must be

sent along with the prisoner’s personal file.

Updating of convicted prisoners’ photograph

161. The prison authority shall update after every two years the
photographs of all convicted prisoners. Such photographs
must contain the profile view and the front view showing the

face clearly.

Prison Authority to inform Crime Division

162. The prison authority shall send to the Crime Division such
reports of release of prisoner on completion of terms,
amnesty granted and prison absconders as and when such

incident occur.
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Chapter 20

Attempting, Abetting and Aiding escape from Prison

Prison guard attempting, abetting and aiding escape of prisoner

163. If any of the prison staff willfully plans or conspires with any
prisoner to help him escape from the prison or assists in
escape from the prison and if it is subsequently proved that
the prison guard was responsible, the case shall be dealt with
as per the provisions of the Royal Bhutan Police Act and the
Penal Code of Bhutan.

Negligence of duty

164. In the event the escape of prisoner was due to negligence of
the prison staff, the concerned guard shall be dealt with as
per the provisions of this Act and the Royal Bhutan Police
Act.

Enhancement of punishment

165. The duration of escape by a prisoner shall not be counted
towards his term of imprisonment. Such prisoners shall be
charge sheeted to the nearest court for enhancement of

sentence, while in the case of prisoner serving life sentence,
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the court shall recommend and issue order against

consideration for future amnesty or reduction of sentence.

Chapter 21
Release of Prisoner

Release of prisoner

166. Whenever a prisoner is due for release on completion of
sentence, the Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer
Incharge of the prison must seek approval from the Senior
Superintendent of prisons for releasing the prisoner. A copy
of the release report shall be sent to the convicting court and
crime division. The above procedure must be carried out

before transferring the prisoner as mentioned under this Act.

Handing over of prisoner to Gup

167. For the purpose of updating of census records and
information, the prisoners on release shall be handed over to
their respective Gup by the concerned Officer Commanding /

Officer Incharge of the Police Station.
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Period of conviction

168. A prisoner shall be kept in the prison in accordance with the
conviction order issued by the court. The date of conviction
and release mentioned in the conviction order shall be strictly

followed by the prison authority.

Surveillance on released prisoner

169. If the prison authority is not satisfied at the time of the
release with the conduct of the prisoner and finds that the
prisoner has shown no signs of improvement while in prison,
the prison authority shall inform the concerned Officer
Commanding/Officer Incharge of the police station about the

release of such person from the prison for surveillance.

Establish correct identity before release

170. To ensure correct identity of prisoner during release, the
Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge must

check the personal records and photographs before release.
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Release of Non Bhutanese prisoner

171.

All non-Bhutanese prisoners shall be deported on completion
of their terms and all the exit points shall be intimated
accordingly about such release. The necessary expenses
related to travel and daily allowance shall be up to the

international border as per provisions under this Act.

Granting of amnesty

172.

The Chief of Police may submit to His Majesty the Druk

Gyalpo the list of prisoners for consideration of amnesty or

remission of sentence as laid down under the Penal code of

Bhutan on the following grounds:

(@)  Good conduct and behavior;

(b)  Prisoners above 70 years of age, provided a minimum
of fifteen years of the sentence has been served; and

(c)  Prisoners suffering from terminal illness.

Certificate of completion of sentence

173.

Any convict on release shall be furnished with a certificate
from the Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer
Incharge of Prison that he has completed the term of

imprisonment.
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Release of terminally ill prisoner

174.

If the medical officer considers that any prisoner is in danger
of death from any sickness and that there is no hope of
recovery within or outside the prison, he shall record a
certificate. Such cases shall be reviewed by a Committee
convened by the Additional Chief of Police and submitted to
the Chief of Police to process for amnesty under the Penal

Code of Bhutan and the Prison Act of Bhutan.

Chapter 22

Miscellaneous

Use of Alarm

175.

On finding that the prisoner had escaped or is attempting to
escape or any other serious situation exists, the duty shall
immediately put on the alarm to alert the other guards. The
Superintendent/Officer Commanding/Officer Incharge of
prisons must immediately be informed of such an escape and
shall organize a search party without waste of time. The
information with complete details of the escaped prisoner
must be circulated to all the police divisions through the

fastest possible means of communication.
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Daily roll call for prisoners

176.

The prison authority shall conduct daily prisoner’s roll call in
the morning and evening to ensure that everyone is present.
During the roll call, the prison warden shall brief the
prisoners on the various activities and conduct during the

day.

Check and search of prison cells and wards

177.

The Superintendent/Officer commanding/Officer Incharge of
the prisons may conduct checks and searches in the cells and
wards of the prisons from time to time. During the search, all
prohibited items seized shall be recorded in the prisoner’s
personal file and appropriate action will be taken as per this
Act. No warrant is necessary to be obtained for conducting

such a search under this section.

Prohibition of donations and contributions for prisoner

178.

No charitable society, NGO or individual shall be permitted
to give any donations, charity or contributions for the
purpose of any activities or the welfare of prisoners in any of
the prison except with the approval of the Additional Chief

of Police.
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Production of convicts/under trials before court

179.

Whenever the presence of any convict/under trial is required
in any court, the court shall issue an order 24 hours in
advance directing the Superintendent / Officer Commanding
/Officer Incharge of prisons for the production of the prisoner
before the court. The time and place of production must be

mentioned clearly in the order.

Preaching of religion by prisoners

180.

No prisoner can conduct or preach or impose their religion
on other prisoners. A prisoner shall have the right to practice
his religion. A prisoner may be allowed to keep personal

religious books and prayer beads.

Transfer of prison staff

181.

All prison staff on completion of two years in the same
prison shall be transferred to another prison to avoid
fraternization with the prisoner as per the Royal Bhutan

Police Act.

Physical abuse of prisoners

182.

No physical abuse of prisoner is permitted by any of the
prison staff. If it is subsequently proved that the prison staff
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was responsible for any physical abuse, the case shall be
dealt with as per the provisions of the Royal Bhutan Police

Act.

Chapter 23

Amendment and Authoritative text

Amendment

183. The amendment of this Act by way of addition, variation or
repeal shall be effected by a simple majority of the
respective Houses or vote of no less than two-thirds of the
total member of Parliament present and voting on a motion
submitted by one-third of the members of either House,
provided that the amendment does not undermine the
functions and effectiveness of the Prison Division under the

Royal Bhutan Police.

Authoritative text

184. The Dzongkha text shall be the authoritative text, if there
exists any difference in meaning between the Dzongkha and

the English text.
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Definitions

185. (a)  "Prison" means any house, building, enclosure or
place, or any part thereof, declared to be a prison or
reformative training centre and includes the grounds
and buildings within the prison enclosure and also the
airing grounds or other grounds or buildings
belonging or attached thereto and used by prisoner;

(b)  “Prisoner” means any person, convicted or not, under
detention in any prison or reformative training
centre managed and controlled by the Prison Services
Division.

(c)  “Detention room” includes a place prescribed as a
detention room for the purpose of custody of person in
a police station, out-post or in a court awaiting trial.

(d)  “Medical treatment” includes all types of treatment

including psychiatric treatment.

“Criminal prisoners” means any person convicted by
the court in connection with a criminal case.

“conjugal visit” means a visit to a prison approved by
prison authorities for either of the legally married
spouse, when one of the spouse is a convict in the
prison.

High security risk prison means those prisons that
have extra security precautions and where certain

privileges for prisoners are withdrawn.
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
